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GAMES AND ORGANIZATIONAL METHODS FOR PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Introduction. Man develops in the process of action and communication. When these processes are set up
under favorable conditions, they turn from an individual into a perfect person. Different types of activities lead at
different ages. The leading activity of preschool children is a game. Games play an important role in their activities.
In addition to the game, there are two other activities: training and labor. These types of activities are constantly
interacting with each other, but the leading activities of each age group remain relevant. In general, the essence of the
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form of activity is that mental processes develop more successfully and intensively in this activity. It prepares the
child to enter a new, higher stage of development. In this process, the grading system becomes clear. In this case, two
aspects of the activity become relevant: interaction with people; material-practical activity.

Main part. At cach age stage, one of them prevails. There is a growing need for activity, both material and
practical, or in interaction with people. In general, the leading character of the activity is preserved at the age. In
particular, play remains a leading activity until the end of preschool. At the age of 1—2 years, the leading play
activity in children is the stage of interaction with the people closest to them (mother, father, grandfather,
grandmother, sister, brother, etc.). This is the stage of emotional communication with parents and other family
members. At the age of 1—3, material-practical activity becomes relevant. In the process of development, this is
called the stage of material-manipulative activity. The role of leadership in the development process can be
characterized for several reasons.

The first. Leading activity does not deny the essence and role of other types of activity, human activity is not
limited to the form of leading activity. In fact, the activity is multifaceted. The type of activity is dominant according
to the position of each individual in life at a certain age.

The second. The distinction between any form of activity as a leading activity, the identification,of certain
regularities that took place during that period of development, the specific features of the progess, the specificity of
the effectiveness of the process of activity. allows you to separate the paths.

The third. Under the guise of leading activity, unorganized, blindly established activitydis not understood.
For example, children’s need for communication or interest in various areas related to le@rning, activities in young
schools is a legitimacy of development. The main task is to guide children to the right pathief self2development — to
create conditions for the activities of the developing child that are relevant to him gn accordafice with the level of
development of relations with people, the child moves to a new level of conumunicatioft and attitude in the material-
practical activity. By dealing with objects, he understands the essence of new things, by adopting tools, symbols,
gestures and actions. They are looking for new meanings, and new cause-and-effect relationships are emerging
between them. Taking into account this aspect, practical activities should bejorganized in accordance with the age
and individual characteristics of the child, the requirements of devélopment, the'leading activity and the social norms
of the environment in which he lives.

Conclusion. The urgency of play activities in preschool“¢hildrenyis the result of their need to develop and
improve themselves. Such development is achieved through plagactivities. The mastery of each action in the game
process is determined by its independent and consistent exeution.

There are different approaches to play in thegpedagogical sciences. It is preferable to approach it as an
entertaining, sometimes enlightening activity to valug free time: In other words, a game is a type of entertainment,
struggle, or exercise performed by several people, especially/children, to have fun and spend time. For example, “To
hide”, “Run and catch”, “Who flew?” etc. gaies can beyshown.
