This article addresses the pressing issue of speech impairment correction of preschoolers. It is noted that traditional frontal approaches are
not always effective for children with speech defects, which are often accompanied by motor, sensory, and emotional-volitional difficulties, leading
to rapid fatigue and low motivation. The use of a balance board in individual remedial classesis proposed as an innovative solution. This method
integrates motor and speech tasks into play activities, increasing the child's engagement and fostering a sense of achievement. This article presents
apractical method for using a balance board to devel op various aspects of speech: phonemic processes and pronunciation, lexical and grammatical
structure, and coherent speech.
