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STUDENTS’ ECOLOGICAL AND LITERARY COMPETENCE FORMATION IN THE PROCESS OF THE
FUTURE PRESCHOOL TEACHERS

Introduction. In our time the socio-economic changes have contributed to positive changes in preschool education
(improving educational and cultural level of the teachers, recognition of the preschool education importance, ensuring
preschoolers’ harmonious and comprehensive development, the recognition of the child's right to free choice) and in
environmental education.

Despite the wide range of the scientific researches in this direction, the problem of the preschool teachers’ training
for preschoolers’ environmental education is not developed fully, that negatively affects on the specialists’ of preschool
education professional development.

Therefore, in the context of contemporary socio-economic changes and in the context of the reforming of the
conceptual and structural foundations of the national education system, of special importance is the future preschool
teachers’ training for preschoolers’ ecological education by the means of literature.

To lay the preschoolers” ecological culture foundations is able the educator, owning of the environmental
competence, as the element ecological and literary competence.

The purpose of the study: to provide a system of work on future preschool teachers’ ecological and literary
competence formation in the process of "Children’s literature” discipline studying.

Objectives of the research: to perform psychological and pedagogical literature in order to reveal the process’
essence and features future preschool teachers’ ecological literary competence formation; to give the definition of
"ecological and literary competence of the preschool teacher™; to offer system work of ecological and literary competence
of future preschool teachers’ formation in the process of discipline "Children's literature" studying.

The main part. Education’s philosophical, psychological, pedagogical aspects of the preschoolers and the training
of future educators to its conduct are studied by many domestic and foreign scientists: H. Belenkaia, N. Horopakha,
S. Deriabo, L. Zahorodnia, N. Lysenko, S. Nikolaieva, Z. Plohii, N. Ryzhova and others.

"Environmental competence, as says Z. Plohii, is the component of ecological culture and conscious possession of
environmental knowledge, ways of decision-making, ethical codes, and values necessary for environmentally friendly
activities" [1, p. 116].

The important component of the ecological-pedagogical culture of the preschool teacher is environmental
competence. L. Zahorodnia allocates the components of ecological competence of the preschool teachers: axiological,
theoretical, methodological and practical [2, p. 163]

Modern environmental education of the preschoolers according to N. Lysenko, focuses teachers ' attention on the
need for such training each pupil to activities in the nature for the future which will be guided not only by pragmatic and
consumer attitude, and, above all, humanistic and environmental values [3, p. 8].

An important means of the future preschool teachers’ professional training for ecological education of the
preschools is the use of artistic works in the environmental field in modern academic practice.

Analysis of several scientific works and practice of work of preschool institutions allows us to define the concept of
"ecological and literary competence of the preschool teacher” and to highlight its main aspects: personal, epistemological,
activity-creative, communicative, prognostic.

Preschool teachers’ ecological and literary competence is a significant component of its ecological competence,
which includes the pedagogues’ value orientation on the targeted, and appropriate using of the literature with the nature
content, the possession by the basic (environmental knowledge, knowledge of children's literature), psychology and
pedagogy (child psychology, preschool pedagogy) knowledge; professionally-methodical and special creative skills in the
application of the literature with the nature content in the preschoolers’ ecological education, the ability to continuous
improvement in environmental education and children's literature.

Preschool teachers’ ecological and literary competence as the component of their environmental competence is the
result of training in higher education, particularly students mastering by the cycle of Natural Sciences and the course of
"Children's literature".

Future preschool teachers’ ecological and literary competence formation occurred in the 3 stages: the 1st stage is
preparatory, the 2nd one is basic and the 3rd one is practical.

At each stage the problems were solving accordance with a purpose.

So, in the preparatory phase, the main goal was to find out the future preschool teachers’ environmental knowledge
level and the level of the knowledge from the literature with the natural content. The content of our activity at this stage
was to diagnose existing knowledge in the field of ecology and children's literature and generate motivation, value
orientation for the use of works of the nature of the content of ecological education of the preschoolers. The aim of the
basic stage was to ensure the students’ perception and awareness of the overall goal and the tasks of the preschoolers’
ecological education by the means of children's literature with the natural content.

At this stage we during the teaching of "Children's literature discipline " has filed information about the works of
the literature with the nature content, taught students to analyze, to evaluate, to select and appropriate to use in the work
with the preschoolers with the aim of bases of ecological culture forming.

In the lectures we gave the necessary reference knowledge, Express their own opinions, encouraged to a deeper
knowledge, were interested in students exploring the theme. But not required the adoption of a single thought, not to
dictate their interpretation of the text, but encouraged to a certain assessment, and the student learns how to do them
yourself, as well as to think independently, to evaluate, to compare, to draw analogies with modern life, their own
experiences, and the like. In general, such a democratic construction of activities aimed at continuous creative
collaboration, dialogue of the teacher and the student with a literary text, provides a wide scope for self-perception and
understanding of literature as a phenomenon of art.

At this stage, we held the lectures: lecture on the subject "Methods of the preschoolers’ introducing with the
nature,” a lecture using interactive techniques "brain-storming”, "unfinished sentences”, "microphone™, a lecture with
planned mistakes.

The practical phase purpose is the development of the future preschool teachers’ ecological and literary
competence: is to make from the theoretical knowledge from the discipline "Children’s literature™ the practical skills.

We used the practical exercises using according to the classical structure (introduction of the teacher, answers to
students ' questions; practical part as planned; the final word of the teacher), and the practical exercises in the form of
seminars based on the interactive technologies which maximum activated the mental activity of the all student groups. In
the framework of the developed system of work and in the context of teaching the course of the "Children's literature”, the
students worked on the practical exercises formed and improved the ability to integrate environmental and literary
knowledge-in the educational process of the preschool institution, and learned to diagnose their own level of the ecological
and literary competence formation.

Practical exercises included the analysis of the literature works, works of folklore with environmental content and
the skills of the using knowledge in the educational process, in the practical work in the preschool institutions during the
preschoolers’ ecological education implementation.

The system of the preschoolers’ environmental education development with the artistic works with the nature
content using helped to update and to integrate the students’ knowledge from the next disciplines: "Nature Basics with the
Methodology", "Children's literature".

All forms of the students’ preparation to practical classes gave the opportunity to identify the students' knowledge in
the disciplines "Nature Basics with the Methodology", "Children's literature”, their readiness to independent work and their
attitude towards the tasks’ implementation of the environmental education during their future careers.

Independent work of reproductive and creative nature not only contributed to the mainstreaming of environmental,
methodological and literary knowledge, but also focused the students on the search for the necessary literature.

The practical phase was implemented not only in the classroom but also during the pedagogical practice at preschool
institutions. Because it was necessary not only to expand, clarify and consolidate the children's knowledge of living organisms
and their needs, but also to evoke a positive emotional response, interest in the object of nature, enhance cognitive activity of
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children for a successful future of environmental education and best practices the students believed the reading and the telling
of artworks, talks by their content, drama games and "images of change". The students on the basis of children's knowledge
and understanding chose the necessary artwork, focusing on a scientific basis, read them, attracted children to dialogue
stories, conversations, work with illustrations, organized theatrical game. Fragments of works of art included in the
communication, observation, classes. The children created a theatrical and puppet performances on the subjects of artistic
works, to perform tasks in the form of drawings based on their motives, asking questions aimed at discovering the hidden, not
documented directly the needs of living organisms and how to meet them.

Conclusions. Therefore, the entire set of the proposed forms of training in the course of “children's literature™ contributed to
the qualitative improvement of the future preschool, teachers’ professional training to the preschoolers’ ecological education by the
means of artistic works with the nature content, increasing of their ecological and literary competence.
