DESIGNING A SET OF TASKS AS A MEANS
OFDEVELOPING STUDENTS’ PROFESSIONAL
COMPETENCIES IN THE FRAMEWORK
OF CONDUCTING SCIENTIFIC RESEARCHES
(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE SET FOR ACQUIRING
LEARNERS’ LEXICAL SPEECH HABITYS)

The authors consider conducting scientific researches aimed at designing sets of
tasks for acquiring learners’ foreign language speech habits and communicative skills
as an effective means of developing professional competencies of future foreign
language teachers. The article adduces an example of the author’s set of tasks for
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acquiring learners’ lexical speech habits using cues based on types of perception
created in the framework of a student scientific group’s activities.
