As you can see on the table 2, OECD countries (with the exception of Norway, Luxembourg
and Iceland) accept almost 3 times more international students than they send abroad for education.
These countries are the most popular destination for international students. It is also important that
one in three of the four EU students comes from another European country, which indicates the high
intraregional mobility of students.

The USA, the United Kingdom, China, Australia, France occupy a leading position in the
directions of foreign migration of students.

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When choosing a country of study, the following factors are essential for a potential migrant
student.

Geographical proximity

A striking example of the importance of geographical proximity in the choice of the country of
study, are the States of the European Union. In the EU, more than 70 % of international students are
citizens of another European country. In general, it is worth noting the asymmetry of educational
migration towards regional centers.

Language proximity

According to OECD studies, the most attractive countries are thosefwith edugational
programmes in English. In this regard, a significant part of non-English-speaking cuntries began to
provide courses in English, to eliminate the language factor in the decisiongtéwstudy outside the
country of citizenship. On average, among OECD countries in 2017, one iftfour foreign students
comes from a country with the same official state language or widespread us€ as the recipient
country [2].

Cultural and socio-economic proximity

A significant proportion of foreign students from fAfrica studying in the UK, France and
Belgium are from their former colonies. More than half of {féreign students (56 %) in Russia are
citizens of Belarus, Kazakhstan, Ukraine, Azerbaijan and Uzbekistan [3].

Tuition

Tuition also acts as one of the factors of attractiveness of this or that direction of studies.
Public and private educational institutions_consider; foreign students as an additional source of
income. In most OECD countries, tuition fees charged by public universities are higher for foreign
students than for their citizens.

In countries such as the United States and the United Kingdom, the unattractiveness of high
tuition is offset by scholarship programs, [oans, and the prospect of high-paying jobs at the end of
their studies. On the other hand, despite'the provision of programmes in English and the low (or no)
tuition fees for foreign studentsy there is a lower proportion of foreign students in the Nordic
countries.

The country sgreputation in the field of higher education

The reputation of%he country in the field of higher education affects the decision when
choosing the gountry of study. This is confirmed by the data from the table 3.

Theéntables3 describes some of the most popular countries in terms of the number of foreign
studefits and their place in the ranking of world universities QS. According to the latest data of the
QS-rating for 2018, the USA was the leader in providing universities both in the global and regional
rankings.“At the same time, the country's popularity for foreign students corresponds to its place in
the QS ranking. The exceptions are the Netherlands (7th place), Switzerland (10th place) and Spain
(13th place) in the European region, which are not included in the 8 most attractive for foreign
students in the presence of a large number of universities, as well as South Korea and Japan, who
took 11th and 9th place. (Comparison with table 1“Top host destination of international students
worldwide in 2017, by number of students”). This discrepancy can be explained by the regional
leadership of these countries in the provision of educational services [4].

Creation of national educational programs to supporfereign education

The labor market of the country receiving international migrants can be replenished not only
with the help of direct recruitment from abroad, buttalso with the help of attracting students at the
end of training. Thus, the migration of students 1s animportant tool to replenish the labor resources
of the receiving country. However, in contrast.to'growth of labour migration, a significant increase in
the number of students who did not returnfafter studying in the country of origin is not observed.

Regional features of educationalimigration regulation in Europe.

Europe. The system of free movement of people and ensuring labor migration within the Eu-
ropean Union is currently the méstideveloped in the framework of regional integration processes in
the world. Thus, Sweden, Finland, Norway, Belgium and Portugal are most open to immigration.

Internationalizatiomwef higher education leads to the renewal of programs and state policy in the
field of attracting intefnational students. In 2012, new measures were introduced in Finland, Slo-
vakia, Spain, Swedemandulsithuania. Models such as online education, franchises, and the creation of
international campuses ‘are becoming increasingly common, affecting the demand for higher educa-
tion in foreigf countties [1].

@mthe ether hand, a large flow of international students may have a negative impact on the fu-
turelemployment of national students in the country of study. Therefore, restrictions on visas and res-
idenceypermits are introduced. Also, the pressure on the labor force and the growth of unemployment
in Europeled to the revision of the postgraduate attraction of migrants to the labor market. Thus, in
the sphere of educational migration there is a tendency towards more selective policy (complication
of the procedure of entry and obtaining visas with the preservation of recruitment of students and
postgraduate recruitment of foreign citizens).

The practice of attracting foreign students to professional programs and degree programs is ac-
tively spreading. At the same time, employers provide target information for young foreign special-
ists on the possibilities of obtaining work in the specialty, for example, in Germany. In particular,
this support is used in such areas as medicine, engineering, tourism and catering.

Conclusion. The last decade has seen a steady increase in international educational migration.
The phenomenon of regional migration is also growing. For such a phenomenon as educational mi-
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gration, the following factors are important: the development of political and social ties between the
countries, as well as the increase in the number of students receiving higher education and post-
secondary, but no less important is the availability of educational programs and appropriate condi-
tions for education abroad. In turn, the factors of cultural proximity of the countries and the quality
of education are important for students who choose the country. The importance of cultural affinity is
proved by educational migration in Europe and the Commonwealth of Independent States (or CIS
countries), where almost every third foreign student comes from another country in the region. And
the constant growth of educational immigration to the USA and Canada confirms the imp@rtance of
the quality of education.

The growing gap between developed and developing countries in demographic®and socio-
economic aspects has led to increased asymmetries in regional coordination of migfration procgsses in
favour of Europe and North America. Also, the leadership of these countries in attsacting migrants
for higher education remains. Successful practices of attracting foreign studemtSwwithy their further
employment in the receiving country actualize the tools of attracting internationalmigrants in the
regulation of educational migration in less developed countries. On the eXamplet@f Europe, Canada
and the United States should develop active inter-country cooperation in'the field of providing new
forms of education (such as distance learning, double degree prégramsietch); as well as conducting
student exchanges, international practices and trainings. The development of a system of educational
visas of different types and an increase in the permitted period of jobyscarch at the end of study on
the model of Canada and Germany can serve as an incentive toattract young professionals from oth-
er countries.
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
